2. NLI? (Is it...?)
The formal questioning form of "IL|C}".

o St AFZIRILIZF? (Are you Korean?)

3. NO|/7} OHElL|C} (It is not...)

The negative formal form meaning "to not be". Notice that the subject marker (0[/7}) is required before O}
